Abstract:

This study deals with the position of the Taei tribe regarding the events of
apostasy that followed the death of the Prophet # and the assumption of Abu Bakr al-
Siddig (11-13 AH / 632-634 CE) as the caliphate. This stage marked a dangerous
turning point in the history of Muslims. As the death of the Holy Prophet % is a
decisive historical event which had a severe impact on Muslims, so the news of the
death in the city of the Prophet was confirmed and denied. Outside Medina, the
reactions were varied, between adherents to Islam, hesitant, apostate, and declaring
disobedience to the caliphate.

With the outbreak of the sedition represented by the apostasy events; There are
different and conflicting accounts about the position of the Tayi tribe on these events.
This study will attempt to track those accounts, compare, analyze and study them in
depth to reach a clear picture of the Tayi tribe's position on these events and the
importance of its role and impact during that period.
